It is with deep respect and heavy hearts that we announce the passing of Peter Barraco
Sr., at the age of 90 years old, a beloved father, grandfather, great- grandfather, and a
proud veteran of the United States Marine Corp, who departed this life on Friday June 13,
2025. 

Born on November 1, 1934 in Norco, Louisiana to Christine and Peter Barraco. Preceded
in death was his older brother John Barraco. Peter answered the call of duty at a young
age, serving his country with honor and courage during the Korean War. As a member of
the Marines, he demonstrated unwavering bravery and dedication in defense of freedom
and the values he held dear. His military service was a source of lifelong pride, and he
remained a committed patriot throughout his life. 

 

Following his honorable discharge, Peter returned home to build a life rooted in hard work,
love, and service to others. Upon returning to civilian life he worked in the construction
industry for 25 years.

Barraco, with whom he shared a lifetime of adventures and partnership. He is survived by
his children: Peter R. Jr. (Renee), Patricia J. (Barry) Bourgeois, and Phillip M.
